OUR GOAL: Since its origin in 1992, the gdamoilthe
Support Prograras been to help people with severe disabilities
and their families purchase services, supplies, and equipment in
order to remain together in their homes and communities. Family
Support services are an fAend of
Services are available to severely disabled individuals who are
cannot meet their needs through other agencies, organizations, or
funding sources.

Some examples of services that are reimbursed for are respite
care, day care, homemaker services, specialized equipment, spe-
cialized nutrition, supplies and clothing, personal assistance,
transportation services, health related costs not otherwise cov-
ered, minor home and vehicular modification, maintenance and
repairs to specialized equipment, and summer camp for children
and adults. Due to limited state funding, not all eligible individuals
can be served. Individuals living in group homes or other residen-
tial settings are not eligible. Individuals receiving services under
any waiver program will be placed at the bottom of the waiting list.
The program is funded by state dollars through a grant with the
Tennessee Department of Intellectual and Developmental Disabili-
ties and managed by community agencies.
